Application Instructions and Regulations of 
Visiting Scholar Fund

（Revised in 2019）
In order to promote domestic and international academic communication and cooperation, expand the function of SKLFPM as a center of academic communication and scientific research and improve the research level of SKLFPM in the related field, according to the relevant regulations of the Ministry of Education on the implementation of the visiting scholar system in the key laboratories of the State Key Laboratories and the Ministry of Education, the Measures for the Management of the Special Fund for Visiting Scholars of the State Key Laboratories and the Key Laboratories of the Ministry of Education, the Measures for the Construction and Management of the State Key Laboratories, and the Measures for the Management of the Open Laboratories of Universities of the State Education Commission. This Regulation is formulated in the light of the specific conditions of our laboratory.
1. Brief introduction about SKLFPM
Since it was founded in 1992, SKLFPM has successfully passed national assessments in 2003, 2008 and 2013 and awarded the “Excellent National Key Laboratory” in the fourth national assessment in 2018. During these years, it has made significant achievements in many fields such as attracting disciplinary talents, promoting the development of scientific research, constructing the research platform, expanding the academic communication under the guidance of the policy of SKLFPM, "Openness, Mobility, Cooperation, Competition".
The present research fields of SKLFPM mainly include: 1) High performance fibers and composite materials; 2) Functional fibers and low-dimensional materials; 3) Environmentally friendly and bio-based fiber materials.
2. The application object of the visiting scholar
The Visiting Scholars Fund is used to support SKLFPM to hire well-known experts and scholars from home and abroad to carry out research and teaching work in the laboratory, and to support preferentially interdisciplinary disciplines, emerging disciplines, and well-known scholars and experts with great influence at home and abroad, especially to encourage young researchers come to the laboratory to work. Priority is given to funding the researchers who work with the lab to develop students.

There are two types of visiting scholars in SKLFPM: scholars from abroad; scholars within the domestic rather than the school. The working hours of overseas visiting scholars in SKLFPM shall not be less than 2 months in principle, and the working hours of domestic and non-local visiting scholars in SKLFPM shall not be less than 4 months in principle.
3. The application procedures and management measures of visiting scholar
1) Application time 

According to the application guide. 

2) Application subject
According to the research directions of SKLFPM (see Section 4 of this guide), please fill “The Visiting Scholar Application Form of State Key Laboratory for Modification of Chemical Fibers and Polymer Materials，Donghua University”, and submit duplicate hardcopies and electronic edition. Apply to the laboratory with the consent of the head of the unit (the university is the first level of the school). At the present stage, the application funds are generally between 50,000 and 150,000 yuan per person, and the research period is two years.
3) Fund approval  
The specific amount of the funds will be first reviewed by expert group, then deliberated in the director office meeting, finally determined by the academic committee of SKLFPM. The project not supported by SKLFPM should be examined and approved by the director of the laboratory. The applicant will get a notice after the project has been approved and signed by the director of the academic committee of SKLFPM and the director of the laboratory.
4. Use of the visiting scholar funds

1. Management and Use of Visiting Scholars Fund
The use of visiting scholars' funds shall be strictly in accordance with the relevant management measures for the special operating funds of the State Key Laboratories and the financial management regulations of the University of East China. Funds are set up separately in school finance, accounted for separately and earmarked for special purposes. No unit or individual may appropriate them for other purposes without authorization. The research funds will be allocated twice. The first 80% of the total funds will be allocated once the project has been approved.

The scope of use of the fund is limited to the expenses of visiting scholars during their work in key laboratories, including the expenses for experimental materials, equipment, domestic visits and travel to academic conferences, and academic materials.
The remaining funds should be returned to SKLFPM when the project is finished. If the project is supported by other sponsors instead of SKLFPM, the remaining funds should be returned to the original sponsors.
2.  Summary of Visiting Scholar Project
When the project is completed or terminated, the following information must be submitted to the laboratory for archiving:
1)    Project closing report;

2)    Copies of academic papers or patents.

Basic requirements for conclusion: one of the following paragraphs 1, 2 and 3 should be met.
1)    Each project should publish at least one SCI (impact factor above 3.0) included paper (key laboratory is the first unit, the author's signature includes members of laboratory support group). "State Key Laboratory of Fiber Material Modification (Donghua University)" should be listed as the first unit when publishing the paper, and the "Subsidized Project of State Key Laboratory of Fiber Material Modification" should be noted in the article.
2)     Each project requires at least two SCI publications (The influence factor is over 10.0) Papers are included (Key Laboratory is the second unit, and the author's signature includes members of the laboratory support group). "State Key Laboratory of Fiber Material Modification (Donghua University)" should be listed as the second unit when publishing the paper, and "Subsidized Project of State Key Laboratory of Fiber Material Modification" should be noted in the article.
3)    Achievement of the following academic and technological achievements: on the basis of laboratory open project funding, remarkable achievements or higher-level project funding (including joint declaration and awards at provincial and ministerial levels or above, undertaking important projects at the national or provincial level, publishing academic monographs, obtaining international or national invention patents and licensing for their transfer and implementation, industrialization promotion, supporting military industrial applications, personnel planning) Planning, social benefits, etc.). Project managers should submit applications and specify them in detail, which should be examined and approved by the Chief Executive Council. 

    Relevant papers patents, appraisals, and economic benefits obtained after the completion of the project should be promptly informed to the laboratory. The laboratory will organize relevant experts to evaluate the completion of the project, and give priority to those who are outstanding in the completion of the project in the next year's fund declaration.
    The research papers, awards, appraisals and other achievements completed by visiting scholars will be rewarded according to the relevant reward rules if the first unit signs the key laboratory.
3. Notes on Attribution and Transfer of Project Outcomes
The research results of the project are shared by our laboratory and the units where the researchers work. Subjects funded by our laboratory research fund need the laboratory's consent to publish papers or transfer patents. Some or all of the research reports and academic papers are signed by the researcher in the name of the personnel of both sides. The publication of the papers or the transfer of patents require the consent of both sides.
5. Main research directions of the open projects supported by SKLFPM： 

1) High performance fibers and composite materials; 

2) Functional fibers and low-dimensional materials; 

3) Environmentally friendly and bio-based fiber materials; 

4) Other basic and applied research that helps to improve laboratory research level.
